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St. Patrick’s Parish History  
As early as 1836, Irish immigrants came to work on the Fox River dams, locks, and canals. These Irish 
Catholics received land grants and many settled on land three miles west of the Village of Menasha in 
what became known as the “Irish Colony.”  Mass was said in their homes by priests passing through the 
area. By 1848, Father Theodore Van den Broek, O.P. established a regular mission. Soon after, Rev. 
Paul Farinacci, O.P. took charge and initiated the erection of a log church on what is now Clayton Road. 
Twenty-five Catholic families came together as a congregation which was dedicated to St. Malachy. It 
remained in use until 1857. 

In 1854, Father Francis M. Fusseder united the Menasha and Neenah area Catholics of different 
nationalities which increased the congregation to about 80 families. These faith-filled stewards sacrificed 
and built a frame church on an acre parcel of land on Doty Island donated by Captain L.B. MacKinnon. 
From 1854 until the dedication to St. Charles Borremeo in 1857, it was referred to as “The Catholic 
Church on the Island.”  The congregation flourished. In 1857, thirty baptisms occurred; the following year 
120 took place. 

In 1868, a brick school house was built. On March 2, 1882, St. Charles was destroyed by fire. On June 7, 
1882, excavation began for our present church. In 1883, Bishop Francis X. Krautbauer dedicated the 
church to St. Patrick. In 1900, a new convent and school building were built. In 1941, under the direction 
of Rev. Joseph Ahearn, a new school was built. In 1954, an extensive remodeling project began on the 
church. In 1961, a new convent and school addition were built. In 1987, the grade school closed and 
reopened in 1989 as Seton Catholic Middle School. 

Under the direction of Rev. Roy Geenen, a Capital Campaign commenced to renovate the church and to 
build a Gathering Area and Social Hall in 1997. This project was completed in 2002.  Our social hall was 
renamed Geenen Hall.  

In July, 2005, St. Patrick’s, St. Mary and St. John Parishes linked under the pastorate of  Rev. Paul 
Radetski. 

Sacrament of Baptism  
Baptism is a community celebration welcoming an individual into the Christian faith community. Infant 
baptisms are usually celebrated at a week-end liturgy.  Please contact the Pastoral Associate 60 days 
prior to baptism.  Parent(s) must be registered parishioner(s) practicing their faith and must participate in 
the baptism preparation.  When choosing godparents, remember that one must be a confirmed and 
practicing Catholic, 16 years of age or older.  Adult baptisms are celebrated during the Easter Vigil. 
Contact Mary Krueger, Pastoral Associate for details. 

Sacrament of Reconciliation  
Communal celebrations with individual confessions are held during Advent and Lent. Individual 
reconciliation is by appointment with Father Paul or Father Larry. 

Sacrament of Marriage  
To aid in the development of your relationship and prepare for the sacrament, couples are asked to 
contact Father Paul to make an appointment, at least twelve months before a proposed wedding date and 
before making a commitment for your wedding reception location. 

Anointing of the Sick  
The sacrament of God’s healing and strength is for anyone who is suffering with emotional, mental or 
physical illnesses. Contact the Parish Center or any staff person. 

Death/Funeral  
In case of a death, Father Paul, Father Larry or Mary Krueger are available to offer family members 
consolation, support and follow-up care.  For a funeral, please contact the funeral home of your choice.

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The funeral home will in turn alert the Parish.  Mary will contact the family to plan the prayer service and/
or funeral liturgy.  A funeral luncheon may be catered in Geenen Hall. 

Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults - RCIA 
The process of the Christian Initiation of Adults, which may include Baptism, Reconciliation, Eucharist 
and /or Confirmation, is intended for those not baptized in any Christian denomination.  RCIA is also for 
someone baptized in another Christian denomination who is considering becoming Catholic.  This 
journeying in faith begins in the fall and extends through Pentecost.  Please contact Mary Krueger for 
more details. 

Renting Parish Facilities  
The facilities of St. Patrick’s Parish are available for parishioner functions.  Rental is based on the 
number of people in your group.  Please contact David DeSalvo at 725-8381 x 112 for more information. 

Mission Outreach  
St. Patrick’s Parish Community supports two missions in Central America with general revenues and 
special collections.  A portion of our mission collections is sent to our Diocesan mission, St. Therese 
Parish of Elias Pina in the Dominican Republic.  Our other mission is in Honduras.  In the Parish Center 
of Esquias, Comayagua, there is a St. Patrick’s dormitory,  where Delegates of the Word prepare to do 
evangelizing ministry. 

Stewardship  
St. Patrick’s became a Stewardship Parish in 1991.  A Christian Steward receives God’s gifts gratefully, 
manages these gifts responsibly, and shares them with love and generosity. 

Prayer:  Prayer is the foundation of our parish.  This year our theme Companions on the Journey  
reinforces the importance of a solid prayer life.   

Ministry:   Each of us is called to Christian ministry because of our Baptism.  We are all uniquely gifted.  
Upon joining St. Patrick’s and then each May, our Stewardship of Ministry process offers us the 
opportunity to begin or renew this important commitment. 

Finance: Our financial gift to St. Patrick’s is an opportunity to share our financial giftedness.  Upon 
joining and then each November, parishioners are asked to prayerfully consider their annual financial 
gift to St. Patrick’s. 

Catholic Day School Education  
St. Patrick’s Parish families choosing Catholic Day School Education have the opportunity to select any 
of the schools in TCCES (Twin Cities Catholic Education System) or ACES (Appleton Catholic 
Education System).  In order to receive parish subsidies, families must be practicing Catholics and 
active members of St. Patrick’s Parish.  They must also return their Census/Stewardship forms annually. 

Faith Formation  
The Faith Formation Ministries address the faith development of parishioners at all stages of life. 

Children and Youth Faith Formation:  Classes are held three Wednesdays each month from 
September through April. 

Intergenerational Gatherings:  Gatherings for all parishioners are offered three times each year in 
September, December and February. 

Adult Programs:   Opportunities are provided through programs such as our Contagious Community, 
and similar faith enrichment programs.  Watch the bulletin for details. 

Parishioners gather to learn and share their faith at a Scripture Study held on the second and fourth 
Tuesday of the month.  Neenah-Menasha Parishes sponsor joint Adult Faith Formation offerings during 
the year. 
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Youth Ministry:  The Youth Ministry Program assists our young people in preparation for an adult 
commitment through educational, spiritual, social and service experiences. 
 
Sacramental Preparation Programs:   Young people in grades two and eleven are invited with their 
families to participate in preparation sessions. Since our sacraments are parish-based all children, 
whether in Catholic or public school, are to participate in St. Patrick’s Sacramental Programs. 
 
VIRTUS-Protecting God’s Children Workshops 
In an effort to keep children and vulnerable adults safe and make all of us aware of potential dangers to 
them, any person who ministers where children or vulnerable adults may be present must fill out a 
background check and participate in a VIRTUS - Protecting God's Children Workshop. Barb Mauthe and 
Joyce Naps are trained to facilitate these workshops. They will be offered to meet the needs of our 
parish and parishioners. 
 

Ministry Opportunities 
Jesus called his 12 disciples. He didn’t draft them or force them to volunteer; he chose them to serve in 
a special way.

St. Patrick’s celebrates seventeen years as a 
stewardship parish.

Laundering  
Launders liturgical linens.

Assists in the distribution of Holy Communion at 
Mass. Eucharistic Ministers must be confirmed 
Catholics. Please indicate your mass preference 
on the ministry form.  Training is provided. 

Lector (Minister of the Word)  
Proclaims the first or 
second reading at 
mass. Lectors also 
read the Prayers of the 
Faithful petitions. 
Needs confident 
speaking voice and a 
dedication to practice 
and preparation during 
the week prior to 
proclaiming the Word 
of God. Please indicate your mass preference on 
the ministry form.  Training is provided 

Song Leader  
Leads and encourages the sung prayer at 
liturgy. Please indicate your mass preference on 
the ministry form.  Training is provided. 

Hospitality Minister  
Welcomes parishioners and guests as they 
arrive for mass. Takes collections, recruits gift 
bearers, distributes bulletins, tidies up and 

secures the church. Arrives twenty minutes 
before Mass begins.  Training is provided. 

Altar Servers  
Assists Father 
during liturgy as 
book bearer and 
assistant at the 
presentation and preparation of the gifts. Altar 
Servers begin in the 3rd grade. Parent/child 
teams are encouraged to consider this ministry.  
Training is provided. 

L2W (Live 2 Worship)  
This group is open to any teen or adult who 
plays an instrument or 
just loves to sing. We 
include piano, guitars, 
violins, flutes, cellos 
and more. We would 
love to add some 
percussion to our group 
and more young 
people. We commit to 
play one Sunday a 
month at the 8:30 and 
10:30 Mass. You can 
sing or play for either or 
both masses. We currently practice before the 
start of the Mass we are playing for. We are 
willing to work with individuals of all levels who 
have some musical skills and need some extra 
practice to get started. 

Small Choirs  
We are reassembling these informal groups to 
lead the congregation in song and celebration. 
Practice will occur one hour before liturgy and 
members are asked to sing at the 10:30 mass. 

Instrumentalists  
Do you play a musical instrument and would like 
to play during liturgies or other events? If you do, 
please let us know what instrument you play.

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Pianist  
Keyboardists of all abilities are always welcome 
to play, whether you play a single song or the 
entire Mass (training will be provided.) 

Perpetual Adoration 
The Perpetual Adoration Chapel is a 
collaborative effort of all Neenah/Menasha 
Parishes and is housed at 
St. Margaret Mary Parish. Adorers spend one 

hour per week with the Blessed Sacrament. 
Those interested will be contacted by a 
representative of this ministry. 

Sacristan  
These ministers provide support to the priest, 
liturgist and other liturgical ministers at Mass. 
They help take care of liturgical needs for 
weekend, special masses and celebrations. 

Care Ministry  
This ministry connects St. 
Patrick’s Parish with our 
homebound/nursing home 
parishioners and to those 
who are grieving. Care 
Ministers visit monthly or 
bi-weekly, as determined 
by the Pastoral Associate. 
There is a sixteen hour 
training commitment 
offered over several weeks. 

Homebound or Nursing Home Visitor 
Do you have the time to visit someone who is 
homebound or in a nursing home? There are 
many St. Pat’s parishioners who would love to 
have someone stop by for a visit and share 
St. Pat’s news with them. Those in nursing 
homes and assisted living facilities especially 
love to see young children. Why not stop by for a 
social visit as a family? 

Mass Transportation  
Transportation ministers provide rides to Mass 
and other activities for fellow parishioners who 
are not able to drive. This ministry is especially 
crucial for parishioners 
after surgeries, to get 
to and from doctor’s 
appointments. Many 
times the need is 
unplanned and 
immediate. If you are 

retired or have a flexible schedule, please share 
in our Transportation ministry by adding your 
name to our calling list. 

Respect Life  
The Respect Life Ministry is dedicated to raising 
parish community awareness of the dignity and 
sacredness of human life from conception to 
natural death. This group also promotes the 
annual Mother’s Day Rose Sale and Bowl for 
Life. The Rosary is prayed in Church prior to 
monthly meetings (held the 3rd Monday of the 
month). This is a collaborative effort of all five 
Neenah-Menasha parishes. 

Funeral Hospitality  
When Geenen Hall is used for 
a funeral luncheon, funeral 
hospitality people serve the 
catered meal and clean up 
afterwards. A list is maintained 
and you are called as needed. 

Funeral Resurrection Choir  
Come share your gift of song at Funeral Masses. 
You will be placed on a calling list and notified of 
funerals. If you are available, come and sing as 
part of our ministry of consolation. 

Funeral Altar Server  
Adult Altar Servers are needed to assist the 
priest during funeral liturgies. Training is given. 
Those willing to serve will be placed on a call list, 
to be called as needed.

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RCIA Catechist 
If you are confirmed and would enjoy explaining 
and teaching the Catholic faith to other adults, 
become part of the RCIA Catechist team. 
Planning and training begins in the summer. 
RCIA sessions are weekly or bi-weekly begin in 
September and continue until Pentecost. 

Parish RCIA Sponsor  
RCIA (Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults) is the 
process by which those of other faiths journey 
into the Catholic 
Church. It is also the 
process by which 
adult Catholics 
receive the Initiation 
sacraments of 
Eucharist and 
Confirmation.  
Sponsors attend 
weekly or bi-weekly 
gatherings to share and witness their Catholic 
faith with those in RCIA.  They journey with them 
towards the Easter Vigil and on to Pentecost.  
This usually is a 10-month commitment. 

SOCIAL JUSTICE COMMITTEE 
The Social Justice Committee promotes social 
and economic justice through the church, and 
serves the parish as a catalyst for the work of 
Social Justice.  Social Justice is the work of 
every baptized person and is the means by 
which we change policies, structures, and 
institutions so they work on behalf of the 
common good.  The committee seeks to identify, 
formulate and implement Catholic social 
principles in areas of public policy and conflict 
involving the poor and powerless and lends 
support to persons or groups that work for the 
achievement of a more just and compassionate 
society. 

Double Portion 
You have two opportunities each month to join 
other parishioners to prepare a meal for 100 
people.   The first meal is served on the first 
Monday of each month.  It is prepared after the 
8:30 mass the Sunday before and is then heated 
and delivered on Monday.  The second meal is 
prepared on the second Wednesday of each 
month.  The meals are deliver to the Double 

Portion Food Program at St. Thomas Episcopal 
Church.  Some people help every month, while 
other help a few times a year.  This program is 
meant to fit into your schedule.   

Resurrection Meal – Easter Sunday from 
Noon to 2:00 p.m. 
St. Patrick’s Parish sponsors a meal for the less 
fortunate and lonely of our community.  
Parishioners are asked to pray for the success of 
the event; contribute funds to pay for the event; 
contribute wrapped and filled Easter baskets to 
give to the children that attend. Be part of the 
dinner work crew: set-up, cook, serve, clear 
tables, hand out baskets, wash dishes, or clean 
up at the end.  

Prayer Line  
When a prayer request is phoned into the parish 
office, a series of phone calls insures that prayer 
intentions are presented to God.  After receiving 
a phone call and calling the next person on the 
list, you offer prayers of petition or intercession. 

Pray for Parish Concerns  
Each person in this ministry commits to devoting 
a portion of their prayer time for the needs and 
concerns of St. Patrick’s Parish. 

Vocations Prayer Team 
Pope John Paul said that the 
entire People of God is 
responsible for promoting 
vocations.”  Consider taking 
home a vocations cross on 
Sunday and praying for 
vocations for a  week.  Cross is 
returned on the following 
Sunday. 

Donate to the Food Pantry 
St. Patrick's sponsors a monthly collection of 
food items, paper products and money for the 
Neenah/Menasha Red Cross Food Pantry. 
Donated items are brought to mass and placed 
before the altar. Collection is the third Sunday of 
each month. 
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Food Pantry Delivery Person 
A crew of delivery drivers rotates responsibility 
to deliver our parishes collection of food to the 
Neenah-Menasha Red Cross Food Pantry 
located on East North Water Street in Neenah.  

Friends of Haiti 
The Friends of Haiti, Inc., of Green Bay, WI is a 
nonprofit organization whose purpose is to 
reach out in friendship to the people of 

Haiti.  The Friends of Haiti are people of all 
faiths and backgrounds who volunteer their 
time, skills and resources.  The current major 
service areas are health care [two-week 
medical missions twice a year], education [9 
small schools], clean water, agriculture and 
economic development.  Father Larry Canavera 
served as the chairman of  the board of 
directors for two terms and continues on the 
board in an “emeritus” status – thus going from 
first-timer to old-timer!  

The success of The Friends of Haiti has not 
only rested with those who go on the missions 
to Haiti.   The success also depends on those 
who stay behind and secure the medications, 
supplies and funds and provide 

encouragement, support, prayer and 
care.  Hours upon hours go into preparing the 
medications as well as packing the meds and 
supplies that are carried in as well as shipments 
of clothing, materials and medical supplies. 

St. Patrick has been helping by creating 
hygiene kits, donating  OTC meds, supplies and 
financial help, sending volunteers, encouraging 
and praying for the people of  Haiti and our 
volunteers. 

CFCA Sponsor  
CFCA (Christian Foundation for Children and 
Aging) sponsors support a child or an adult 
from a third world country. Those interested and 
who are not currently a sponsor, will be sent 
information. 

Food for the Poor Sponsor  
Food for the Poor is an interdenominational 
Christian ministry created to help the poorest of 
the poor in the Caribbean and Latin America. 
Those interested will be sent information. 

Rosary for World 
Peace 
Parishioners meet and 
pray the rosary for 
world peace at noon 
every Monday in the 
Parish Center. 

RELIGIOUS EDUCATION ADVISORY 
PROGRAM (R.E.A.P.) 
This committee is the driving force behind Faith 
Formation Programming. Committee members 
are involved in all aspects of Parish Faith 
Formation – Children’s Liturgy of the Word, 
Children’s Faith Formation Classes, Youth Faith 
Formation Classes, Adult Faith Formation 
Programming, and Intergenerational 
Programming. More REPRESENTATION is 

needed, especially young families with preschool 
and younger children, families with teenagers in 
Middle School or High School and singles.

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Liturgy of the Word Teacher  
Liturgy of the Word for Children is a celebration 
of God’s Word for 
young children to help 
them understand the 
Word of God at their 
level. Each Sunday, 
children (ages three 
through grade three) 
are invited to join their 
own special 
celebration at the 
8:30 and 10:30 
masses. Planning is 
done on a six- week basis with materials being 
provided. One or two adults work with the 
students and help them to understand the 
readings of the day. 
 
 
Faith Formation Teachers-Grade K-11 
Are you willing to share your faith and help our 
children and young adults grow in theirs? The 
classes begin in September 
with training taking place on 
two Wednesdays in August. 
Lesson plans and extra 
materials are provided to 
help aid you in the process. 
Grades K-8 will have 
classes approximately three 
times a month on 
Wednesdays from 6- 7:30 
p.m. High School classes 
will be held twice monthly on Sunday. 

Assistant Teacher (Grades K - 8)  
Assist teaching a small group of students in 
grades kindergarten through eight during our 
children classes—three Wednesday’s each 
month. 

Substitute Teacher (Grades K - 8) 
Be available to step in during some classes to 
work with a small group of students in grades 
kindergarten through eight. 

Sacrament Teachers 
In conjunction with coordinator, the teachers lead 
student sessions involved in sacrament 
preparation for Reconciliation, Eucharist and/or 

Confirmation. 

One-on-One  Teacher for Catch-up 
Provide one-on-one instruction for non-traditional 
students. (i.e. students who are out of sync). 

Speaker for Children, Youth, and Adults 
Share your area of expertise with the parish 
during Faith Formation offerings. Please include 
your area of expertise. 

Hall Monitors 
Adults are needed to help maintain the space 
where the young children and adults will be 
learning and growing in the faith. A rotating 
schedule will be developed depending on the 
number of volunteers. 

Babysitter for Children of Teachers/Parents 
Adults or High School aged youth are needed to 
care for the little ones of our catechists or 
families during sacramental family preparation 
sessions. A rotating schedule will be developed 
depending on the number of volunteers. 

Sunday Morning Babysitting 
This is a ministry that we would like to resurrect 
for our young families. We would like to offer 
babysitting for 
anyone age 3 or 
younger. Depending 
on the interest 
received for this idea, 
a rotating schedule 
will be developed for 
the 10:30 Mass on 
Sundays. We will 
team an adult with a 
youth (Middle School 
or older) to take care of our little ones. 

Retreat Leader/Assistant 
Work with the Faith Formation Coordinator and/
or Youth Minister to plan and facilitate retreats. 

Prayer Partner 
Share your faith by 
mentoring and praying for a 
student preparing for 
sacraments during the 
second grade. 
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Special Project Angels 
Adults or families who are willing to take on an 
occasional project, such as bulletin boards, 
booklet assembly, Easter Egg Hunt, Ice Cream 
Social, etc.  These projects are short term 
commitments. 

Sewing of Banners/Altar Cloths for Special 
Events 
Help to make celebrations of Sacraments more 
complete by sewing small banners or (helping 
with other material) for Altar Cloths. 

ADULT FAITH FORMATION COMMITTEE 
Any adult, age 18-100+ that is willing to bring 
their ideas, stamina, and energy are encouraged 
to check out this much needed ministry area. 

Halloween Party Crew 
Help plan, set up, run and clean 
up after the Halloween Party 
(held in the Social Hall) on the 
Sunday before to Halloween. 

Book Club 
St. Patrick’s Book Club meets 
once a month usually the second or third 
Tuesday of the month, in the Parish Center to 
discuss the selection of the month. In 
conjunction with the discussion, we gather at 
6:00 p.m. and begin with prayer and a potluck 
meal. Some of the books we have read and 
discussed are The Last Lecture, The Shack, 
Tortilla Curtains.
